For Parents
•  Start with adding 1, then 2, then work up to sums of 10.

•  Use real objects (blocks, cereal, fingers) to model each problem.

•  Say the problem aloud: "2 plus 3 equals..."

•  If your child gets stuck, use counting fingers.

•  Aim for 10–15 problems per session.
